GENERAL INFORMATION

	CANCELLATION POLICY:  100 % of class fee is refundable if cancellation is made 

	BEFORE 2 weeks prior to scheduled class. Cancellations less than 2 weeks prior to 

	class will incur a $75.00 cancellation fee if vacancy cannot be filled. If no cancellation has

	been made, and student is a no-show on first day of class, there will be a $200.00 fee.


Class begins at 9:00 a.m. and will end around 4:30 p.m., with an hour lunch and at least two breaks.  Refrigerator and microwave are available for students’ use.
Please be sure to contact your bank and pre-approve the tuition amount for your course charges. Call the number on the back of your card and have your bank/account manager put a note on the account that Image Perspectives will be charging the card on the Last day of the course.
If you are flying, you will fly into Reno (RNO- Reno-Tahoe Int’l Airport).

You will need to rent a car because public transportation, although available, isn’t convenient. The airport shuttle to Carson City is pretty expensive and, once in town, you would have to use a taxi to get to our office.

Our office and classroom are located next to Eagle Fitness near the Maverick gas station, three miles from downtown Carson City. You are no more than 20 minutes, at the very outside, from your lodging to our facility. For the best directions go to Google Maps and look up our address. 
Quick reference Directions:   From Reno: Drive South on US395, follow freeway and Exit on College Parkway. Take a left on College Parkway, come under the free way and then a right on to Research Way between Maverick Gas Station and Nevada State Bank. Continue down Research Way, on your right you will find our office at Unit #80 right next to Eagle Fitness.(Google Maps has it as Fitness For 10) Please park either on the street or a parking space if available, located between buildings and in front. Please DO NOT park in the three spaces in front of the other business next to us. Thanks!
Prices for our restaurants are very reasonable and there is a pretty wide variety of choices. (ie: Steak Houses, Mexican dining, Chinese dining, American, Sushi, Thai food, Indian Food, fast food…)
Short sleeves for class are best because we work on arms a lot. Wear old clothing to the class—we use products that do not stain, but you never know.
Carson City’s altitude is 4,700 feet, at the foot of the Sierra Nevada Mountains.
 In “winter” (Oct. - March), it can get quite cold (days may be in the 30’s or 40’s) so bring a warm coat. In summer, a sweater or light jacket may still be needed at night.
Some of you may need to shave the inside of the forearm, from the crook of the elbow to the wrist. It makes for easier removal of the product we will be working with. We provide electric shavers at the class. However, if you wish to shave the night before the class, shave as follows: If you are right-handed, shave the inside of the left arm; if you are left-handed, shave the inside of the right arm. You will be working on your own arm and each others arms, so you want to be working with the correct hand!
